WIOA is designed to assist job seekers to access employment, education, training, and support services to succeed in the labor market and to match employers with the skilled workers they need to compete in the global economy. WIOA supersedes the Workforce Investment Act of 1998 and amends the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act, the Wagner-Peyser Act, and the Rehabilitation Act of 1973.

North Carolina has implemented the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act and operates WIOA workforce programs within the guidelines of the WIOA and state policies.
